Any infraction of these
rules will result in forfeiture of all premiums and possible removal from the fairgrounds.

Pen requests need to be emailed to info@sisgfair.com no later than the entry deadline to be considered.

e Poultry will not be allowed on the grounds prior to the mandatory inspection.

e Rules, definitions and judging procedures as prescribed in the latest edition of the Official Show Rules
and Standards of Perfection of the American Poultry Association, Inc. shall apply to all district and
county fair poultry shows except where they are in conflict with CDFA rules and regulations.

e Poultry will not be permitted on the fairgrounds until they have been inspected by the poultry inspector.

e Leg bands are required on all entries upon inspection and prior to cooping at the fair. Duplicate
numbers cannot be used on birds of the same variety.

e All portable crates must be removed from the small animal barn as soon as the birds are transferred to
the show coops.

e Turkey leg bands will be issued at the poultry inspection.
