WAYS TO SUPPORT

You can purchase the entire animal for home use. You pay the total sale price bid at the time of the sale plus a
haul fee. You will need to designate at the time of the checkout whether or not you wish to have your animal

processed. You will have the choice of a processor at checkout, hauled by Ed's Custom Cutting or Mountain Valley
Meat, and your youth producer will load the animal into the appropriate haul trailer the following morning. The

meat processor will contact you for cutting and wrapping directions. Bid price does not include cut & wrap fees.
Buyer is responsible to confirm all processing arrangements. Small animals are self-haul.

HOME USE

A person can also provide an additional bid amount towards a specific exhibitor who is participating in the market
sale. Many use this option when they are not the highest bidder. This also occurs when a person can’t make it to

the sale or has multiple kids they wish to support. 
Add-Ons will be accepted via cash or check, as well as using our online sale site (see info on the front page). Add
ons may be made until August 31. Cash or check contributions can be made at the auction or by mailing in a check

with the attached information: Supporter Name, Phone, Email and Mailing Address, Exhibitor Name and
Contribution Amount. 

ADD ONS

 Buyers not wanting to keep their purchased animal pay the bid price, but do not pay processing, hauling, or cut
& wrap fees. The market committee either holds a small resale auction or handles finding a support buyer for the

animal.

TURN IT BACK

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
Buyers are responsible for cut & wrap and will be assessed an $85 haul fee ($125 for beef).
Youth producers receive all proceeds from the sale of their animal, minus a small commission (max 5%)
to offset auction operation costs.
All purchases must be paid in full by 30 days after the sale. After 30 days, a 2% late fee may be added
for each month the purchases are not paid in full. Please note that youth producers do not receive
their payments until buyer make their payments!
