INTERNATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF FAIRS & EXPOSITIONS (IAFE)

NATIONAL CODE OF SHOW RING ETHICS

Exhibitors of animals at livestock shows shall at all times deport themselves with honesty and good
sportsmanship. Their conduct in this competitive environment shall always reflect the highest stan-
dards of honor and dignity to promote the advancement of agricultural education. This code applies
to junior as well as open class exhibitors who compete in structured classes of competition. This code
applies to all livestock offered in any event at a livestock show. In addition to the "IAFE Code of Show
Ring Ethics," fairs and livestock shows may have rules and regulations which they impose on the local,
county, state, provincial and national levels.

All youth leaders working with junior exhibitors are under an affirmative responsibility to do more
than avoid improper conduct or questionable acts. Their moral values must be so certain and positive
that those younger and more pliable will be influenced by their fine example. Owners, exhibitors,
fitters, trainers or absolutely responsible persons who violate the code of ethics will forfeit premiums,
awards and auction proceeds and shall be prohibited from future exhibition in accordance with the

lafe

rules adopted by the respective fairs and livestock shows. Exhibitors who violate this code of ethics
demean the integrity of all livestock exhibitors and should be prohibited from competition at all
livestock shows in the United States and Canada.

The following are list of guidelines for all exhibitors and all livestock in competitive events:

1. All exhibitors must present, upon request of fair and livestock show officials, proof of ownership, length of ownership, and age of all
animals entered. Misrepresentation of ownership, age, or any facts relating thereto is prohibited.

2. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers, or absolutely responsible persons shall provide animal health certificates from licensed veterinarians
upon request by fair or livestock show officials.

3. Junior exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their animals while at fairs or livestock shows.

4. Animals shall be presented to show events where they will enter the food chain free of violative drug residues. The act of entering an

animal in a livestock show is the giving of, consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer and/or absolutely responsible person for show
management to obtain any specimens of urine, saliva, blood, or other substances from the animal to be used in testing. Animals not
entered in an event which culminates with the animal entering the food chain shall not be administered drugs other than in accordance
with applicable federal, state and provincial statutes, requlations and rules. Livestock shall not be exhibited if the drugs administered in
accordance with federal, state and provincial statutes, requlations and rules affect the animal's performance or appearance at the event.

If the laboratory report on the analysis of saliva, urine, blood, or other sample taken from livestock indicates the presence of forbidden
drugs or medication, this shall be prima facie evidence such substance has been administered to the animal either internally or external-
ly. It is presumed that the sample of urine, saliva, blood, or other substance tested by the laboratory, to which it is sent, is the one taken
from the animal in question, its integrity is preserved and all procedures of said collection and preservation, transfer to the laboratory and
analysis of the sample are correct and accurate and the report received from the laboratory pertains to the sample taken from the animal
in question and correctly reflects the condition of the animal at the time the sample was taken, with the burden on the owner, exhibitor,
fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person to prove otherwise.

At any time after an animal arrives on the fair or livestock show premises, all treatments involving the use of drugs and/or medications
for the sole purpose of protecting the health of the animal shall be administered by a licensed veterinarian.
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Any surgical procedure or injection of any foreign substance or drug or external application of any substance (irritant, counterirritant or
similar substance) which could affect the animal's performance or alter its natural contour, confirmation, or appearance, except external
applications of substances to the hoofs or horns of animals which affect appearance only, and except for surgical procedures performed
by a duly licensed veterinarian for the sole purpose of protecting the health of the animal, is prohibited.

The use of showing and/or handling practices or devices such as striking animals to cause swelling, using electrical contrivance, or other
similar practices are not acceptable and are prohibited.

Direct criticism or interference with the judge, fair or livestock show management, other exhibitors, breed representatives, or show
officials before, during, or after the competitive event is prohibited. In the furtherance of their official duty, all judges, fair and livestock
show management, or other show officials shall be treated with courtesy, cooperation and respect and no person shall direct abusive or
threatening conduct toward them.

No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person shall conspire with another person or persons to intentionally violate
this code of ethics or knowingly contribute or cooperate with another person or persons either by affirmative action or inaction to violate
this code of ethics. Violation of this rule shall subject such individual to disciplinary action.

The application of this code of ethics provides for absolute responsibility for an animal’s condition by an owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or
participant whether or not he or she was actually instrumental in or had actual knowledge of the treatment of the animal in contravention
of this code of ethics.

The act of entering an animal is the giving of consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person to have
disciplinary action taken by the fair or livestock show for violation of this Code of Show Ring Ethics and any other rules of competition of
the fair or livestock show without recourse against the fair or livestock show. The act of entering an animal is the giving of consent that
any proceedings or disciplinary action taken by the fair or livestock show may be published with the name of the violator or violators in
any publication of the International Association of Fairs and Expositions, including Fairs and Expos and any special notices to members.

The act of entering of an animal in a fair or livestock show is the giving of verification by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely
responsible person that he or she has read the IAFE Code of Show Ring Ethics and understands the consequences of and penalties pro-
vided for actions prohibited by the code. It is further a consent that any action which contravenes these rules and is also in violation of
federal, state, or provincial statutes, regulations, or rules may be released to appropriate law enforcement authorities with jurisdiction
over such infractions.

5C-4.0015 Definitions.
For the purposes of this chapter the following definitions shall apply:

(1) Accredited Veterinarian. A veterinarian licensed in the state of origin and accredited by the United States Department of Agri-
culture, Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (USDA, APHIS) to perform certain functions of the federal and cooperative-state-federal
programs in accordance with the provisions of Title 9 Code of Federal Regulations 9 CFR §161.1 (JAN 2018), which is hereby incorporated by
reference and available online at http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-10035.

(2) Animal(s). This term shall include: be as defined in Section 585.01(10), F.S., which provides that the term “animal” shall include
wild or game animals whenever necessary to effectively control or eradicate dangerour transmissible diseases or pets which threaten the agri-
cultural interests of the state.

(3) Authorized Representative. An employee of the state or federal government, or a licensed veterinarian accredited by the USDA,
who is authorized to conduct animal disease control and eradication activities.

(4) Commercial Production Swine. Swine that have been subjected to and found negative on their most recent annual brucellosis and
pseudorabies tests and have been continuously managed with adequate facilities and practices to prevent exposure to any transitional or feral
swine and so recognized by state animal health officials.

(5) "Domestic animal” shall include any equine or bovine animal, goat, sheep, swine, domestic cat, dog, poultry, ostrich, emu, rhea,
or other domesticated beast or bird.

(6) Exhibition. Any premises displaying or presenting livestock to the general public for an animal exhibit or animal show at an event
sponsored by the state or county.

(7) Group. One or more Animals maintained on the same premises or in contact with one another.

(8) Horse. Any horse, mule, ass, zebra or other equidae.

(9) Isolation. Separation of individual Animals by a physical barrier in a manner that assures one Animal does not have access to the
body, excrement, or discharges of another Animal; does not share a building with a common ventilation system; and is not within ten feet of
another Animal.

(10) "Livestock” means grazing animals, such as cattle, horses, sheep, swine, goats, other hoofed animals, ostriches, emus, and rheas
which are raised for private use or commercial purposes.

(11) Market Class. An exhibition class consisting of finished fed Animals that are isolated and housed seperately from all Animals not
designated for slaughter immediately following the exhibition.

(12) Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (OCVI). A legible record or certificate made on an official form from the state of origin
or from the USDA, or a Department-approved electronic format, issued and signed by veterinarians licensed and accredited in the state of
origin for the purpose of certifying the Official Individual Identification, test requirements, and health status of specific Animals for movement,
exhibition, and other designated purposes.

(13) Official Individual Identification. An individual Animal identification that uniquely identifies the Animal, the owner, the premises
where the Animal was identified and the state in which the Official Individual Identification was applied and:

(a) For Cattle:
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1.1s approved by the United States Department of Agriculture in accordance with 9 C.F.R. §86.4(a)(1)(2013), as incorporated in Rule

5C-31.006, FA.C.; or

2. Is submitted to and verified by the Department as meeting the requirements for Official Individual Identification such that state
officials can determine the herd in which the Animal was officially identified.

(b) For Livestock Other than Cattle:

1.Tattoos and registered brands such as ear, tail-web or flank tattoos, breed registration tattoos when accompanied by breed registration
papers; or an official breed registration brand when accompanied by a brand registration certificate;

2. Official leg or wing bands for poultry;

3. Color digital images or notarized color photographs of the Animal, signed by an Accredited Veterinarian; or

4.1mplanted electronic chips with a unique number that is recorded in a single, central database.

(14) Official test. A test conducted by a method approved by Department rules for the specific disease and Animal species.

(15) Poultry, Domestic Fowl or Ratites. Chickens, turkeys, quail, pheasants, chukars, peafowl, guineas, ratites (limited to ostriches, emus
and rheas) and waterfow! that are propagated or maintained for commercial or breeding purposes.

(16) Segregated. To maintain a Group of Animals separate from another Group of Animals in such a manner as to prevent physical
contact between Animals of the two Groups.

5C-4.0016 Applications, Cards, Forms, Other Official Documents Required and Fees.

(1) USDA. Equine Infectious Anemia Laboratory Test VS Form 10-11 (MARCH 2014). An official USDA, APHIS, VS form required for submit-
ting samples and reporting results of Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) tests. Equine Infectious Anemia Laboratory Test VS Form 10-11 (MARCH
2014) is hereby incorporated by reference and can be found online at http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-10036.

(2) Division.

(a) Official Certificates of Veterinary Inspection (OCVI). These certificates are provided only to Florida-licensed Accredited Veterinarians
and may be obtained as provided in subparagraph 5C-4.0016(2)(a)1., FA.C. Depending on species and purpose (sale or movement), the
following are Florida-recognized OCVIs:

1. Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, FDACS-09000 Rev. 06/17; for use with all species, in association with movement or sale.
Costis $65 per book of 25 certificates. Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, FDACS-09000 Rev. 06/17 is incorporated by reference in Rule
5C-24.003, FA.C.

2. Official Equine Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, FDACS-09002 Rev. 04/17; for use with equine, in association with movement or
sale. Cost is $65 per book of 25 certificates. Official Equine Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, FDACS-09002 Rev. 04/17 is incorporated by
reference in Rule 5C-24.003, FA.C.

(b) Equine Interstate Passport Card, FDACS-09207 Rev. 08/18 is incorporated by reference in subsection 5C-3.003(5), F.A.C., is an official
card provided by the Department to the Horse owner, which certifies the existence of an official negative EIA test within the previous 12 months
and avalid Florida Official Equine Certificate of Veterinary Inspection for interstate movement for exhibition purposes in states which accept the
card. The document is valid for six (6) months provided the conditions in paragraphs 5C-3.003(5)(a)-(f), F.A.C., are met. The Equine Interstate
Passport Card is not acceptable for change of ownership purposes. It may be applied for by submitting an Application for Equine Interstate Pass-
port Card, FDACS-09219 Rev. 12/09, to the Division with the associated fee of $15.00 for the first equine and $5.00 for each additional equine
on the same application. Application for Equine Interstate Passport Card, FDACS-09219 Rev. 12/09 is incorporated by reference in paragraph
5C-3.003(5)(e), FA.C.

(c) Negative EIATest Verification Card, FDACS-09160 Rev. 08/18, is an official document provided by the Department to the Horse owner
to show proof of a negative EIA test within the previous 12 months, for purposes other than change of ownership. The document is valid for 12
months from the date the blood was drawn and is renewable annually with an associated fee of $5.00 per application (Card). The Negative EIA
Test Verification Card may be applied for by submitting the Application for Negative EIATest Verification Card, FDACS-09206 Rev. 10/05. Nega-
tive EIATest Verification Card FDACS-09160 Rev. 08/18 is hereby incorporated by reference and can be found online at http://www.flrules.org/
Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-10037. Application for Negative EIATest Verification Card, FDACS-09206 Rev. 10/05 is hereby incorporated by
reference and can be found online at http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-10038.

(d) Equine Event Extension, FDACS-09051 Rev. 03/06, an official document provided by the Department to the Horse owner, which cer-
tifies the existence of an official negative EIA test within the previous 12 months and a valid Florida Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.
Equine Event Extension, FDACS-09051 Rev. 03/06 is incorporated by reference in subsection 5C-3.003(5), FA.C. The document is valid for six
(6) months provided the conditions in paragraphs 5C-3.003(5)(a)-(f), F.A.C., are met. It may be applied for by submitting the Application for
Equine Event Extension, FDACS-09078 Rev. 09/17, to the Division as referred to in subsection 5C-3.003(5), FA.C., with the associated fee of
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$10.00 for the first equine and $5.00 for each additional equine on the application: Application for Equine Event Extension, FDACS-09078 Rev.

09/17,is hereby incorporated by reference in paragraph 5C-3.003(5)(e), FA.C.
Rulemaking Authority 585.002(4), (5), 585.08(2)(a), 585.145(2) FS. Law Implemented 585.08(2)(a), 585.145(1), (2) FS. History-New 6-21-06, Amended 11-
21-18.

5C-4.0017 General Requirements, Exemptions and Limitations.

(1) Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (OCVI) Required. Animals presented for exhibition purposes in Florida, unless specifically
exempted, must be accompanied by an OCVI issued by a veterinarian accredited in the state of origin.

(a) The OCVI must be complete including the breed, sex, and registration number, and the Official Individual Identification of each
Animal.

(b) Results of a specific test requirement or herd accreditation, certification or validation number for each Animal must be recorded on
the OCVI with the date of the test or herd accreditation, certification or validation.

(2) Expiration of Required OCVI.

(a) For Florida-origin Animals an OCVI is valid for 90 days from the date of issue; or until the expiration date of any required tests, which-
ever is the earliest date.

(b) For Animals imported into Florida for exhibition purposes only, the OCVIis valid for 30 days, except that, for an equine imported into
Florida using a current Equine Interstate Passport Card, FDACS-09207 Rev. 07/05, or equivalent from the state of origin signed by the State
Veterinarian or chief animal health official, the OCVI will be extended to the date of expiration of the Equine Interstate Passport Card or its
equivalent of the state of origin.

(3) Exemption to Required OCVI. An OCVIis not required for Animals originating in Florida and entered in Market Classes provided that
Animals are Segregated from other Animals and the pens are occupied only by the Animals in a Market Class. Pens used for Market Classes
must not be reused until after cleaning and disinfecting.

(c) Evidence of compliance with Animal tests and OCVI requirements, where required.

(5) Animals Rejected for Exhibition.

(a) Any Animal in noncompliance with Animal tests and OCVI requirements, or

(b) Any Animal not meeting the Official Individual Identification requirements, or

(c) Any Animal which is suspected of having or showing clinical signs of dangerous transmissible, contagious or infectious disease on
visual inspection, or any Animal which is known to be exposed to such diseases must be:

1. Immediately withdrawn from exhibition and returned to the place of origin, or

2. Examined by a Florida-licensed Accredited Veterinarian at the owner's expense within 24 hours, who certifies by a signed, written
statement, that the Animal is free of dangerous transmissible, contagious or infectious disease and pests.Rulemaking Authority 585.002(4),
585.08(2)(a), 585.145(2) FS.

The purpose of the South Florida Fair's Livestock Committee is to address all issues of animal care including:
* Appropriate care and management of animals while on the South Florida Fairgrounds by exhibitors

e Educational programs for exhibitors and the general public

e The philosophy of the South Florida Fair in regard to animal care and management

¢ Handling expressions of concern for animal care from the public

PHILOSOPHY STATEMENT

The South Florida Fair is an animal welfare advocate requiring the humane treatment of animals. Animal welfare advocates continue to expand their know!-
edge base about animals, their behavior, and their management as science and technology dictate. Animal welfare advocates celebrate the bond between
animals and humans.

IN CONTRAST, animal rights activists seek to sever any bond between humans and animals. Most animal rights activists believe animals should only be ad-
mired from afar, without human intervention. A large fraction of the movement is also pushing for animals to be given the same rights and status as humans.
Animal rights activists fundamentally believe animals should not be utilized to feed, clothe, assist, entertain, or benefit humans.

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS FORALL LIVESTOCK, POULTRY AND RABBIT
EXHIBITORS

**The use of “Livestock” throughout this document is intended to include all Beef Cattle, Steers, Hogs, Dairy and Meat Goats
and Dairy Cattle.

1. Entries and awards in all livestock, poultry and rabbit departments shall be subject to the rules and regulations published in the premium book. Each
exhibitor must complete and submit, in its entirety, the Fair’s online entry form via ShoWorks, and the W- 9 form and photos of market steers and hogs.
No paper, faxed, mailed or day-of entries will be accepted. Any entries received without payment will not be accepted.

All livestock, poultry and rabbits must meet expected industry standards and body score conditions.

All livestock, poultry and rabbit arrival/check-in dates/times, as applicable, will be strictly adhered to.

The Sell-a-Bration of Champions Youth Livestock Market Auction is a terminal event for both market steers and market hogs.

ALLYOUTH EXHIBITORS ENTERED IN THE SOUTH FLORIDA FAIR YOUTH SHOWS MUST HAVE COMPLETED THE ETHICS TRAINING WORKSHOP OR HAVE A

CURRENT ETHICS NUMBER BEFORE JANUARY 1,70 SHOW AN ANIMALATTHE SOUTH FLORIDA FAIR. Poultry/pullet exhibitors, ages 5-7 years old,

are not required to have an ethics number.

6. The South Florida Fair believes that every youth exhibitor should receive proper training and information for raising and showing an animal project. It s
important that the exhibitor understands: the purpose and importance of ethics in youth livestock projects, proper animal handling and management,
and the difference between animal welfare and animal rights. The MANDATORY Youth Livestock Show Ethics and Animal Care Workshop is designed to
certify exhibitors to meet these requirements. This program has been endorsed by the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services and the
University of Florida, IFAS.

7. Youth livestock exhibitors cannot be under the age of 8 or over the age of 19 as of January 1 current year, depending on the animal they are showing (see
rules per specie). Youth exhibitors must also be attending school (elementary, middle, high), or be enrolled in a certified home school program. Youth
exhibitors who have graduated from high school or obtained their High School GED are not eligible to compete in youth shows (unless breed show rules
supersede.) MARKET PROGRAM EXHIBITORS MUST PROVIDE PROOF OF SCHOOL ENROLLMENT, unless otherwise stated in the specific specie and breed
association rules.

8. Upon submission of entries, exhibitors agree to abide by the IAFE National Code of Show Ring Ethics, the Florida Department of Agriculture and Con-
sumer Services guidelines, the rules and regulations listed in this book and online by the South Florida Fair for Admission of Animals for Exhibition. The
South Florida Fair shall govern the competitions at the South Florida Fair.

9. All animals must have a current and valid health certificate upon arrival. The original health certificate must be presented on-site; no phone photos or
copies are allowed. The Livestock Committee Chairperson and/or staff and management reserves the right to reject or disqualify any entry and/or have
removed from the fairgrounds any entered animal deemed by any of them to be unsafe, uncontrollable, ill or underweight. The South Florida Fair, by and
through its Livestock Committee Chairperson and/or staff and management, reserves the final and absolute right to interpret these rules and regulations
and to settle and determine all matters, questions, or disputes in regard to these rules and to all Shows.

Exhibitors are to wear enclosed shoes at all times; no slip-on shoes.

All exhibitors shall treat each other with respect and without bullying or harassment. Bullying includes cyberbullying and means systematically and
chronically inflicting physical hurt or psychological distress on an exhibitor which may include: Teasing; Social exclusion; Threat; Intimidation; Stalking;
Physical violence; Theft; Sexual, Religious, or Racial harassment; Public or private humiliation; or Destruction of property. "Harassment” means any
threatening, insulting, or dehumanizing gesture, use of data or computer software, or written, verbal, or physical conduct directed against an exhibitor
that: Places the exhibitor in reasonable fear of harm to his or her person or damage to his or her property; Has the effect of substantially interfering with
the exhibitor's performance, opportunities, or benefits; or Has the effect of substantially disrupting the orderly operation of the shows. If an exhibitor is
subject to bullying or harassment, it should be reported to the Livestock Committee Chairperson for investigation and corrective action, if necessary.
Protests: All Livestock/Poultry/Rabbit protests must be submitted in writing and accompanied by a deposit of $100.00 cash or certified check, which will
be forfeited if protest is not sustained. Such a protest must state plainly the cause of the complaint or appeal and must be delivered to Fair's Livestock
Committee Chairperson within twenty-four (24) hours after the occasion for such protest. The Livestock Committee Chairperson shall within a reasonable
time period after the protest is submitted, consider and issue a decision on the matter protested. Should the exhibitor disagree with the decision of the
Livestock Committee Chairperson, they may appeal the matter to the South Florida Fair AgriBusiness Manager, whose decision shall be final.
Disqualifications: Any exhibitor who has been disqualified from competition in any livestock show or has premiums withheld or withdrawn on the
grounds of rule violation(s), will not be allowed to compete in other shows. This shall include, but is not limited to, disqualification for fraud, misrep-
resentation, unethical fitting, deception, bullying or harassment. Judging procedures will not be interrupted for protest investigation, and depending
on the basis of the protest, a decision may be withheld until a thorough investigation is completed. No complaint or appeal that a judge overlooked an
animal, will be considered. If any exhibitor, in any way, whether in person or by their representative, interferes with the judge(s), or shows any disrespect
to them or to show officials, the existing show may excuse him/her from the ring and exclude him/her from further competition; premiums that may
have been awarded may also be withheld. If an animal is disqualified after having won awards or premiums, the animals placing below him may be
moved up at the option of the Livestock Committee, to fill the vacated position.

Except for the animals being shown, or as otherwise permitted by law, NO ANIMALS are allowed in any exhibit building or on the fairgrounds.

All livestock, poultry and rabbit exhibitors must provide their own: water and feed buckets, feed and hay, grooming tools and supplies, stall cleaning
tools and bedding (over and above what bedding the Fair provides. See bedding details in specific specie rules and regulations).

Exhibitors should bring your own generator(s) to ensure electrical needs. The respective superintendents will designate specific locations as may be
deemed by the Fire Marshal's Office.

At the time of entry submission, livestock are required to reserve a grooming chute location on the entry form. Locations will be determined by the
respective superintendents. A permit will be issued by the Fair.

Use of drugs not in compliance with manufacturer's label as to dosage, time limitations, other manufacturer's limitations and show regulations is pro-
hibited. Animals will be subject to examination at any time. Violators will be disqualified and will forfeit all premiums and awards.

At no time is livestock to be walked/exercised in the parking areas adjacent to the AgZone area.

Sleeping or cooking is not permitted in or outside of any barns or show arenas. Microwaves, crockpots, coffee makers, etc. are not permitted in barns or
show arenas. NO Exceptions.

Camping reservations are on a first-come, first-served basis, and must be registered/payment made online at www.southfloridafair.com. No day-of
reservations allowed. All camping must be in camping units: Tents are permitted on a limited basis for youth exhibitors; reservations must be made and
paid for online within the respective timeframe.

All exhibitors/volunteers must wear the fair-issued gate admission badge at all times, except while showing their animals.

RELEASE POLICIES & PROCEDURES FOR ALL LIVESTOCK/POULTRY/RABBITS: NEW

Prior to the release of ALL animals entered at the South Florida Fair, the following policies and procedures are:

No early dismissal of entries. Release dates/times will be strictly adhered to.

All animal bedding in stalls, pens or cages must be completely cleaned, raked and the bedding material properly disposed of in the Fair's designated
manure handling areas. Exhibitors must remove all feed, hay, feed bags, matting, and supplies to either take them with you or properly dispose of them.
Any exhibitor not complying will forfeit all premiums, awards and market auction proceeds.

Only the Livestock Committee Chair/co-Chair, or the designated specie department Show Chair/co-Chair is permitted to issue the South Florida Fair
Livestock Exhibitor Release Form, once the stall/pen/cage clean-up has been approved by them. These forms will be checked at the Fairgrounds exit upon
leaving (Gate 5 or 6).

All livestock must be out of the barns by designated date/times to allow for preparations of other entry arrivals.

Trailers will not be permitted to exit the Fairgrounds until the designated dates and times and with the Fair issued Release Form

BEEF JACKPOT

e Allentries are released Friday, January 17, following the respective show. All beef jackpot entries must be out of the barn by 7 p.m. Friday.

e All entries are released Saturday, January 18, following the youth livestock judging contest. All meat goat jackpot entries must be out of the barn by 3
p.m. Saturday.

STEERS & MARKET HOGS

e All'hog pen panels and gates must be dismantled and properly stored by 1 p.m. Sunday, January 19.

The Florida State Fair and the South Florida Fair, along with many other Fairs throughout the State of
Florida, believe that every youth exhibitor should receive proper training and information for raising
and showing a youth animal project. The only exception to the Ethics Number requirement is the Youth
Pullet/Poultry Exhibitors, ages 5-7.

The Youth Livestock Show Ethics and Animal Care Workshop is designed to educate exhibitors on the
mandatory procedures and requirements that will be in effect for the South Florida Fair.

NOTE: While most Florida fairs have adopted this ethics program, the rules governing the exhibitors
differ from fair to fair. It is the exhibitors responsibility to make sure they are in compliance with EACH
fair where they are showing.

It is important that the exhibitors understand:
® The purpose of youth livestock projects
® The importance of ethics in youth livestock projects
® Proper animal handling and management practices are the core of all successful
livestock projects
* Be prepared to be an ambassador for animal agriculture

This program has been endorsed by the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services and
the University of Florida, Institute of Food and Agricultural Sciences (IFAS). Certifications are valid for
three (3) Fair seasons, not 3 calendar years. For the 2024/2025 Fair season, certification numbers start-
ing with 23, 24 and 25 are valid.

Rules & Regulations

e Youth eligible for market animal shows must reside in one of the following counties: BROWARD, CHARLOTTE, COLLIER, DESOTO, GLADES, HARDEE, HENDRY,
HIGHLANDS, INDIAN RIVER, LEE, MANATEE, MARTIN, MIAMI-DADE, MONROE, OKEECHOBEE, PALM BEACH, ST. LUCIE & SARASOTA.

e Online Entries for Hogs open September 16,2024 and close at 11:59 p.m. October 16, 2024. Entry fee is $15.00.

e Hogs must weigh a minimum of minimum of 230 pounds and a maximum of 310 pounds; and must be at least six (6) months of age.

e The South Florida Fair is accepting market hogs as part of the "community animal projects” through 4-H and FFA programs at the 2025 Fair. All of the Fair's entry
rules, regulations and deadlines are applicable. Providing that the "community project” meets associated weight and health requirements, hog entries will be
included as part of the Fair's Sell-a-Bration of Champions Youth Livestock Market Auction. Premium monies and funds generated from the entry will be paid to the
respective youth development program and not to individuals. Refer to the Fair's 2025 Premium Book for entry requirements and specifics at southfloridafair.com.

e MANDATORY WORK DAYS: Youth exhibitors are required to work at least one Fair Work Day, from 9 a.m.-2 p.m. Each exhibitor must sign-in and sign-out with the
Fair's AGriBusiness Team. Failure to comply will result in a $100.00 penalty from the market auction check. Work Days are: Saturday, December 14, 2024;
Saturday, January 4, 2025 and Saturday, January 11, 2025.

1. Market hog show and auction entries MUST go to processing at the Fair's designated USDA approved processing facility, and will be transported by
the Fair's designated hauler. NO exceptions. This is a terminal market project and auction.

2. Only one market animal per exhibitor, and exhibitors must have a major role in the feeding and caring program of the animals. Exhibitors must show their own
animal, including showmanship.

3. Athome eartagging is permissible with the Fair's official issued tag. Optional ear tagging is on-site at the South Florida Fair grounds, 9-11 a.m. Saturday, October
19, 2024. Fair ear tags will be issued and mailed to exhibitors upon entry receipt.

e Three(3) photos of hog and exhibitor: Must be uploaded by 11:59 p.m. November 11, 2024 and include:
0 Both sides of hog (2)
0 Head photo of hog (1) including ear tag and exhibitor’s face.

Submit all three photos as ONE pdf file, and not as three separate files.

4. Each market hog exhibitor must upload the following by 11:59 p.m. November 11, 2024:

buyers, two of which are new buyers to the South Florida Fair.

Failure to comply will result in NOT being able to show or sell your animal. Paper submissions are NOT accepted!

5. Market hogs entered must be at the fairgrounds between 7-11 a.m., Thursday, January 16, 2025, for check-in/weigh-in. No animal is permitted to unload until
the state veterinarian or designee has checked health papers and inspected the hogs. Hogs are the only animals allowed on Thursday. Only the exhibitor is
permitted to offload hog and be in the scale area. Check-in/weigh-in times and date will be strictly adhered to.

6. Exhibitors must present at Fair's final weigh-in, a health certificate and a CVI signed by a licensed veterinarian and dated no more than 30 days prior to
weigh-in. The designated South Florida Fair ear tag must be clean and visible in the hog's ear and tag number must be shown on health certificate, along
with the federal premise identification number.

(a) HOGS WILL BE WEIGHED ONETIME ATTHE FAIR.

(b) Hogs will be divided into market show classes according to final weight.

(c)  Onssite ultrasound and carcass contest results will be determined at the hog final weigh-in at the Fair. Carcass results will be included in the Sell-A-Bration of
Champions Youth Livestock Market Auction order.

7. Hogs will be sold in the order in which they place. (Grand and Reserve Grand, Carcass Champion/Reserve, followed by Showmanship according to class placement).
Order subject to change without notice as approved by the Market Auction Committee. All hogs will be sold by the head.

8. Showmanship is required for all exhibitors, no exceptions. Anyone not participating in showmanship will sell last in the market auction.

. All classes will be judged via the American Modified Judging System, First through Fifth place.

10.  Any hog not making final weight requirements will be disqualified from the show and the terminal market auction, and must be immediately removed

from the fairgrounds. All animals that qualify at final weigh-in will be SOLD at auction. If an exhibitor is disqualified for any reason after their market animal is
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comingled: the animal will not be sold at auction, the animal will be sent to Fair's designated processor, and the exhibitor must accept current rail price or
pay for processing to receive their meat.

Record book is to be presented to the Hog Committee for verification prior to final weighing of hog, showing completion of all required sections,
except the Project Revenue Declarations on Page 8, and the Project Summary on Page 10, detailing final weight and the market auction price
and buyer(s) name(s). This section must be completed and the record book turned in its entirety to the Hog Committee within 30 minutes
following the sale of the final hog in the Sell-a-Bration of Champions Youth Livestock Market Auction. The record books will then be judged for all
completed sections. If the exhibitor's animal is disqualified for any reason, your record book will not be accepted for judging. Failure to present
your record book for verification at final weigh-in will result in being moved to the end of the auction. Hogs will be moved to end of auction for
unsubmitted or late record books, regardless of placing in show. Record books are judged on a points scale, and premiums will be paid for First
and Second places. Third place record books are not paid a premium. Record books will be provided by the South Florida Fair and are available
Online at www.southfloridafair.com/recordbook. Record books will be mailed to exhibitors with auction/premium check(s).

Use of drugs not in compliance with manufacturer’s label as to dosage, time limitations, other manufacturer's limitations and show regulations is prohibited.
Animals are subject to examination at any time. Violators will be disqualified, removed and will forfeit all premiums and awards, including sale of hogs. NO
MEDICATIONS ARETO BE ADMINISTERED WITHIN 30 DAYS OF SHOW DATE UNLESS ADMINISTERED BY AVETERINARIAN AND ACCOMPANIED BY A BONIFIED
SIGNED LETTER FROM THE VETERINARIAN.

Itis required that the exhibitor and parent/guardian sign the drug-free certification form in the Livestock Record Book at check-in prior to the Fair's acceptance
for show and sale. Drug tests will be given at the discretion of the Livestock Committee.

Exhibitor must be able to handle their hog by themselves in the ring, outside the ring, at final weigh-in time, or the animal will be disqualified. This will be
enforced by the Livestock Committee.

If Fair is canceled or market auction can't be completed before market animals are sold, the exhibitor will retain ownership of their
animal. The exhibitor may only then be allowed to take animal home.

Hogs and stall area must be well maintained and thoroughly cleaned by exhibitor during and after the hogs' departure. There is a $50.00 fine per day for
each violation to be deducted from the sale proceeds.

Up to two (2) bags of shavings will be provided for each market hog. Please bring your own additional shavings if required. No fans or tack boxes in the aisle
way. Area must be inspected by the Hog Superintendent(s) before being released from the Fair.

The exhibitor must be clean and neatly dressed for the shows and auction. Exhibitors will wear long pants, a collared buttoned shirt and closed toe shoes. No
tennis shoes permitted. Failure to adhere to proper dress code as determined by the Livestock Committee may lead to disqualification.

THERE IS A MANDATORY EXHIBITOR/PARENT MEETING AT 2 P.M. ON THURSDAY, JANUARY 16, 2025 IN THE FARM CREDIT LIVESTOCK SHOW
ARENA. Exhibitors sign MUST be in place by this meeting. Mandatory volunteer meeting following Exhibitor Meeting (hog).

In addition to the market auction 5 percent deduction from the Fair issued sale check, each exhibitor will be assessed $25.00 for photos and the buyer's
plaque; .004 of gross sale for the Hog Check-off fee, and $20.00 for the virtual Online bidding component.
