
Welcome to the 2024 St. Lucie County Fair Back Gate Lots - Parking Rules

We extend a warm welcome to everyone attending the St. Lucie County 
Fair! To ensure a smooth and enjoyable experience for all, we kindly ask 
you to adhere to the following parking rules, especially in the back gate 
lots. Your cooperation is greatly appreciated.

Parking Rules for Back Gate Parking Lots:

• THE PEACOCK RD ENTRANCE PARKING AREA IS A PRIVILEGE! 
DO NOT ABUSE IT!

• PLEASE NOTE THAT LOTS ARE FIRST COME, FIRST SERVED. IF 
LOTS ARE FULL YOU MAY BE ASKED TO PARK ELSEWHERE. 

• **LIVESTOCK parking will be in the BLUE LOT for the use of the 
back parking lot area located on the south end of the club/camper/Rv 
area. 

• The SMALL ANIMAL BARN EXHIBITORS, ENTERTAINERS, 
VENDORS, VOLUNTEERS, and GUESTS use the YELLOW LOT, 
the area to the north and west of the community buildings (family fun 
zone buildings) and west of the small animal barn. 

• The GREEN LOT is for VIP/Sponsor/Buyer parking and is the area to 
the west of the swine/goat barn. We ask that Board Members and 
Committee Members leave this lot open for Buyers/VIP/Sponsors on 
sale nights (1st Sunday and Wednesday).

• PINK parking tags are issued to Committee Members, Board 
Members, and Trustees. 

• A Phone number should be displayed on the provided parking pass or 
parking form and visible in the window. 

• No parking on any pavement on the grounds at any time!
• There is to be no driving on the road behind the exhibitor barns, this 

is for the safety of the exhibitors walking back and forth to parking lot 
and campers. 

• NO parking is permitted in areas around the barns, North of Club 
trailers, or around the scales at any time, except for designated 
Committee Members.



• A Reserved Parking space for Club Leaders ONLY, is available on the 
South side of their club’s trailer.

• NO parking on edge of roadway or in the roadway just on the north 
side of a Club Camper/RV at any time.

• No parking in swales, ditches, or roadways at any time.
• Under no circumstance, should you move barricades or cones 

and drive through blocked off areas without permission. 
• No Parking along the white fence at the outdoor horse arena to the 

west of the Adams Arena. 
• Vehicles that do not comply with parking rules will be towed at the 

owner’s expense and back gate Parking Passes will be revoked.
• Please make sure if you park in a designated handicapped space, 

you have the proper handicap tag or you will be towed at your 
expense.

In the spirit of fairness and to avoid any inconvenience, we will make a 
courtesy call to the number provided before towing any vehicle not parked 
in the assigned/designated area. Be sure your phone number is clearly 
displayed on the parking tag!
