Additional scholarships include the Wayne & Pattie Pryor Scholarship awarded to a top
applicant that demonstrates interest in trade skills and agricultural restoration, and the
Suzanne S. Youngkin Scholarship awarded to a rising senior (currently a junior) female top
applicant. These scholarships have additional questions specific to these scholarships
noted on the application.
