Educational piece
should also include a brief background or impact of agriculture on food in the country (top commaodities,
seasonal and cultural foods, imports/exports, etc.). Educational pieces may be shared, replicated, and reused
by and with the SFVA and any scholarship competition sponsors. Pieces will not be accepted without
educational ag component and typed recipe.
