All State and Local Rules apply.

No entries accepted without entry fees (all payment types accepted) Entries must have a full
name, correct mailing address, telephone number, and proper signatures.

Late Entries: Late entries will not be accepted in the Still Exhibit Showcase. Late entries will be
accepted in the Livestock Departments until Wed. April 29th at 6:30 PM. Any late entry in the
Livestock Department will be subject to a $100 fine.

Exhibits will remain in place for the duration of the Fair.

Fair Management is not responsible for any errors in entries.

All information contained in the Tehama District Fair Exhibitor Handbook is subject to be amended
and/or changed.

All 4-H and FFA project entries must have Leader or Advisor approval.

“Any Other” Entries: “Any Other” classes are only for items not described in any given classes.
Exhibits entered under “*Any Other” when there is an appropriate class will be disqualified.
Judging System: All Divisions will be judged under the American Judging System unless otherwise
stated. No Exhibitor shall receive more than two cash awards under the American System per class
per State Rules. Ribbons will be awarded as placed.

. Judges: All judges are provided by the Tehama District Fair Management, and, in every instance,

the decision made by the Judge is final.

. Premiums: Premium checks will be available in the Fair Office on Monday, May 5th, when picking

up exhibits. Premium checks must be cashed by December 31, 2026. No check will be reissued, or
the time extended.

. Placing: It is possible at any fair for ribbons to be moved. The placing on the judging sheets will be

used as the official placing, not the color of ribbon affixed to the exhibit.

. Substitutions: Substitutions can only be made within a division. Substitutions must be made when

the exhibit arrives at the Fairgrounds, or for livestock, when the registration certificates are
checked. See State Rule Book, General Rules Il Entry Process.

. Hours: Grounds are open to the public from 7:00 AM unfil 12 Midnight. Exhibit Buildings will be open

at 4:00 PM Thursday and Friday, 12 Noon Saturday and Sunday, and will close at 8:00 PM each
night.

Management or any judge reserves the right to modify Division Requirements at their discretion.
No Soliciting, other than authorized concessions, will be permitted on the grounds.

No Skateboards, Scooters, Motorized Bikes, or Bicycles allowed on the Fairgrounds.

Fire Marshall: The State Fire Marshall shall check all booths regarding fire hazards. Flammable
materials may not be used and there is no blocking exits.

. No Dogs will be allowed on the Fairgrounds. Guide Dogs and Guide Dogs in training must be

properly identified fo be exempt from this ruling.

Loss or Damage: The Board of Directors will use every precaution in their power for the safe
preservation of all articles and stock exhibited but will not be accountable for loss or damage.
Exhibitors must give attention to their articles or animals during the Fair and at the close of the
exhibition.

For Sale Signs are not allowed to be posted in any area of the Fairgrounds, including the Livestock
and Horse Departments.

Vehicles: All vehicles must be removed from the grounds by 10:00 PM on Wednesday, April 29th. All
Stock trailers are to be parked in the southeast corner of the Trinity Parking Lot. PLEASE do not park
them anywhere other than the designated areas. Vehicles are NOT allowed to park in any of the
camping areas.

Refunds: Entry fees will not be refunded after the entry closing date unless sufficient proof is
submitted that extreme extenuating circumstances have caused withdrawal. Veterinarian’s
certificates will be required in event of death, illness, or injury to animals.

a. Refunds may only be made because of animal’s sickness, accident, death, cancellation of

a class, or return of entries due to lack of exhibit space.
b. Non-Selected animals in a juried show are not eligible for refunds.
c. For animal classes, requests must be made in writing prior to the event. Requests involving
the health or soundness of an animal must be accompanied by a veterinarian’s certificate.

Protest Policy: See State Rules for California Fairs (V. Protests)
Exhibitor & Parent Conduct: Fair Management reserves the right to immediately remove any
exhibitor from competition and/or the Junior Livestock Auction, as well as withhold premiums (cash
and awards), void sale of Junior Livestock Auction animal, and revoke exhibiting privileges for a
period of 13 months from the date of the infraction for “unacceptable conduct” by the exhibitor
and/or immediate family member of the exhibitor as described in the Exhibitor’s Responsibility
Form. Examples of “unacceptable conduct” are, but not limited to:

a. Possession and use of alcoholic beverages by a minor, under the age of 21

b. Possession and use of all tobacco products, under the age of 21

c. The use of any drugs other than prescription medication

d. Smoking in the barns or non-smoking areas

e. Violation of curfew without permission

f. Obscene language or gestures directed to any judge, employee, or fair official

g. Criticizing or interfering with the judge, show management, or other exhibitors while in the

show ring or other conduct determined detrimental to the show.

Exhibitors, their immediate family or agents thereof, causing public disturbance, those that are
verbally abusive, those that are uncooperative and/or unsportsmanlike, those not following good
animal welfare practices as determined by management, or those found in violation of rules or in
practices inadmissible with the Fair program and/or policies/procedures shall be penalized.
Penalties shall include forfeiture of awards, premiums and sale proceeds.

Right to Refusal: The Tehama District Fair has the right to refuse entry forms signed by unauthorized
leaders and/or advisors or entry forms submitted by exhibitors not meeting organizational
requirements.

Incomplete Entry: Exhibitors are responsible for completing the entry form fully and correctly.

All entries must have been home produced and the work of the exhibitor within one year of the
opening date of the Fair.
No “Paint by Numbers” Allowed
Paintings and drawings must be framed. Size cannot exceed 48" X 36". This measurement includes
the frame.
Each painting must be securely wired for hanging. Measure to be sure the screw eyes are evenly
spaced so that the wire will be even, and the painting will hang straight.
Paintings with painted sides and all staples in the rear are considered framed.
All entries should be clearly marked on the back as follows:
o Name of Exhibitor
o Division Number
o Class Number

ABSRACT: Simplification and/or rearrangement of the appearance of natural objects.

EXHIBITOR STATUS
