1. Champion & Reserve Champion Awards will be given per judges’ discretion per department, division, or 

class. 
2. Age classification is based on your age as of January 1 of the current year. 
3. Cats will be brought on judging day and returned home after judging is complete. 
4. All cats must have the following shots: feline distemper, rhino tracheitis, and rabies vaccination or booster. 
5. Cats must be brought on a leash and in a carrying case. 
6. No unneutered/unaltered males can be exhibited. 
7. Prior to the show, exhibitors must present the Walworth County Health Form, completed and signed by their 

veterinarian. 
8. No nursing females exhibited. 
9. Showmanship will be evaluated based on the judge’s observations throughout the show and questions asked of 

exhibitors. 
10. The exhibitor may bring a 5 x 7 photo of animal exhibit to be displayed during the Fair.
