When the rider is ready he
simply nods and the steer is released.

Horse and rider chase the steer and when in position, the rider leans over
and jumps off his horse and grabs the steer by its head.

The cowboy must then wrestle the steer to its side to stop the clock.

Winning times are in the 3-to four-second range. If a rider breaks the
barrier coming out of the box he receives a 10second penalty.
