e) Be an FFA member that is enrolled, attending, and in good standing in a
Washington County school that has an FFA chapter chartered.
Applicant must have patrticipated in a division of the Washington County Fair for two of
the past four years.
Applicants must attach a one-page essay on the impact the Fair has had on you.
Applicant must attach a letter of recommendation from a teacher or principal.
Applicant must provide college entrance exam scores and copy of high school transcript.
Applicant must be a high school graduation candidate in the year of application and plan
to attend an accredited school of higher education or professional training within five (5)
years. Scholarships will be voided if not funded within five (5) years of award date.
8. The completed application and all required attachments must be attached to be
considered for this scholarship.
9. Bucket Calf Mentors must complete the Bucket Calf Section to be considered for that
award.
10. Champion Drive Buddies must complete the Champion Drive Section to be considered
for that award.
11. Scholarship evaluations may include in-person interviews.
