4. 4-H Horse Report: Bill Peterson gives report. Ready for 4-H Horse

5.Fair Report: Bill McKinley gives report with Paige Payne. All food booth
contracts are executed and almost all personal service contracts are
signed. Samba has agreed to park cars in our 25" street parking lots
seeing that Civil Air Patrol will not have the staff to do the job during the
weekdays. Paige says that we have 12 new commercial vendors’ booths.
There will be a judges and superintendents meeting this Thursday to
review credentials and disaster plan. Judges packets have been mailed
out.

Chairman John Thomas calls the meeting to order with the standard
welcome to the audience.

1.Consent Agenda: Margaret Garza defers official financial report since
the financials for July/August are not correct and need further review fo
bring them up to date. Sheila Day has question about lottery money that
comes to the fair. Cal and Margaret explain that that money use to be
horse-racing money that now comes through the Depariment of
Agriculture and their budget. Cal mentions that part of our problem is due
to our present accounting system not having the capability of transferring
data from one report to another. Sheila asks question about how mileage
reimbursement is allocated. Lyle asks about personnel that appear to be
close fo the fairgrounds that get reimbursement for mileage. Paige and
Cal mention that has always been the practice. General discussion on fair
time reimbursement of superintendents. David Lintz has reconciliation
questions, Margaret gives balances of various accounts. David ask about
turn around time on checks to go to higher interest baring accounts. Cal
and Margaret explain about money withdrawn to pay for Tri-Met property
acquisition. Margaret mentions that the County is finally paying the interest
on the monies (hotel/motel) that are held in our account. Board asks
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that the abbreviated minutes of last month be augmented by notes and
minutes of others in attendance to be submitted along with the revised
financial report.

David Lintz makes a motion that the board not accept the consent
agenda but wait until new financials and new minutes are submitted.

Lyle Spiesschaert seconds, the motions passes.

2.Rodeo Report: Cody Feinauer gives report. They had a good rodeo.
Sent a letter to all sponsors (questionnaire) and 7 out of 15 sponsors
responded so far. Most comments were positive, were happy, not much
negative from any sponsor or any source for that matter. The bullfighting
went especially well. Wrangler only has two Oregon rodeo’s selected and
sponsored for the bulifights and we are one of the two. Parking for
sponsors and parking for rodeo in general needs to be reviewed again but
was a definite improvement over last year. Gary Price and Cody say that
our rodeo is one of the best in bringing in the top cowboys in north
America to compete. The cowboys have said they think our rodeo is first
class. Black Star beer takes another hit.

3.Boosters Report: Cal makes comments. Booster’'s did well and worked
hard again this year. Haven't heard the financials yet. Cody mentions that
Fred Scheller had a minor heart attack. No one else had heard that.

4.Fair Report: Bill McKinley and Paige Payne give report. Very good fair,
by in large. No major adverse incident. We were up approximately 7%
over last year, we figure about 121,000 came through the gates with about
half that figure as paid. Attribute success to good closing weather, good
advertising and good attractions including an excellent big name line up.
Charley Daniel's saved us on a very hot opening day. Our fair grounds are
laid out very well and are easy to negotiate. Our closing Sunday with the
focus on the Hispanic demographic was a huge success with Margaret
working with Baldomero. Biggest Sunday we have ever had. The carnival
did the best ever. | want to believe that our first year Pepsi connection
helped. Food concessions were up and with four less booths. Lyle asks
what we charge a vendor for a food booth, answer 20% against a fixed
guarantee. Korman and Joan’s food concession were way up. We worked
with them on location and profits went up for them. Support services;
Security got a “wake up” call from Cal and things were manageabie after
that with Art Berry riding rough shod as per usual. Samba picked up the
25" street parking when CAP could not fill weekday schedule. Trouble
with the National Guard at the rodeo entrances. Cody and company
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turned it around. They were letting in anyone without checking. We
struggled with our ice distribution for concessionaires. Hillsboro high
sporadically provided the personnel to get the ice out. Cashiers this year
did a great job. Marva Adams in her first year In charge was terrific. Ticket
takers did well, the Posse was lean in manpower, but did well. Metro west
response was “right on”, even with muliiple calls they reacted
professionally. Janitorial contractor in their first year did well. Next year
they need to find more of a sweeper capability. Maintenance was
magnificent, Albert Sr. was great. He took over a parking logistics. The
railroad exhibit was better than last year. Tuefels sponsorship helped in
donating landscaping materials. The Armory was a bust. OGI did not
come through, either did the high school science labs. We moved the
OMSI Planetarium and the Virtually Reality attraction were moved from
the Armory. The BMI bicycle promotion as part of the Pepsi agreement
was located outside the Armory. Last shot for David Smith and the human
cannonball. County Fair booth was informationat but really dislocated our
staff, made me aware of how little | knew compared to Cal on this potential
project. Bob Friedman with Research For Marketing will be here to explain
the exit survey results. Bill asks Cal to comment on beer sales. Everybody
is pleased with Rick Vanbeveran and the job he does. Paige gives her
report. 4-H and FFA youth had good participation, approximately the same
numbers as last year. Also about the same disbursement of animals and
exhibits as last year. Judging went on with really no problems. Paige
gives “pay out” figures on exhibits and small and large animal
competitions. John Baggot with the Extension office will issue checks, he
wanted to thank all those that assisted 4-H from maintenance, to office
staff, throughout the year. Open class exhibits had departments both up
and down. “Static” exhibits seem to be down, like textiles. Land products
was definitely down. Cal mentions because of the adverse growing year.
The clerks did a really great job this year. Paige wants to computerize
them this coming year. Grounds entertainment was well received. Petting
zoo was especiaily well received. We are trying to draw ex-Multnomah
fairgoers with added attractions. Heat was a factor in the sheep and dog
exhibit; they wanted to leave the show area. Have new ideas for the
Plaza. Commercial vendors had a rough first couple of days because of
the heat. Also because payday did not fall favorably did not help the
vendors. Our finish was very strong, the ATM machine was working at
capacity in those last few days. Most vendors left happy. We were up 16
spaces this year with 4 no shows ouiside. Inside was filled. Lyle
mentioned some vendors felt, “off the beaten path”; we tried to
accommodate them. CurtisTrailers were here for the first time along the
rodeo fence wall. They were thrilled to be here and are looking to come
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back. Lyle mentioned that he would like to see us re-engage Fisher
Implement to get them back. They had logistics problems that prevented
their return this year.

5.Marketing Report: Margaret Garza gives reporf. Talks on marketing
the fair complex. Approximately four events that came in in that last part of
August. Hardy Plant in September, and with some wedding receptions,
Margaret goes through the up coming schedule, through DJ’s motorcycle
swap meet in September. Brought in Pioneer Heritage Academy pre-
school, which is a home school academy that will use the floral building
during the week. Brings in about $5400 dollars to the Fair Complex during
the year. There will be kids on the grounds. Need to designate an area
outside where they can congregate. Wanted to use the Floral Building
because of its middle of the week under usage. Margaret speaks of the
interview and selection process that will fill her old position of Marketing
Director. Out of the many applicants we have chosen a lady from KUIK
across the street, Lisa DuPre. She comes to us with 18 years of
experience. Mentions maintenance worker position that we are in the
process of selecting.

6.Maintenance Report: Jim Jordan gives report. Feels that we had a
good fair overall. Nothing major happened that he is aware of. Some
vehicle maintenance that was par for the course. With the remainder of
the good weather we are ftrying to finish up the outside building
maintenance. Sheila Day mentions the trees, Jim talks about some history
related to the maintaining of the fair ground trees. Talks about the
problems related to cottonwood trees. Discussion about the problem that
we had during the fair with falling branches. Jim thinks we need some
expert advice on analyzing the state and condition of the frees. Cal says
that he should have planted more fair “friendly” trees years ago. Says that
now we would be forced to plant larger trees along with the corresponding
expense.

7.0ld Business: Westside light rail, Cal discusses, and is pretty upset
because we have been excluded from everything related to the opening
ceremonies. Only reference to the fair was from the mayor of Beaverton
who said now they can take the light rail to the fair. Margaret mentions that
Tri-Met was looking for sponsors (dollars) to invest along the light rail, like
Orenco to get exposure for opening. Discussion about our exclusion from
the Tri-Met Westside light rail opening ceremonies. Margaret thinks that it
was a “do it on your own” situation if you wanted to participate. David sees
it as an oversight on Tri-Met's part.
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8.New Business: Bill relates the Bruce Campbell 727 aircraft deconstruct
plan tentatively scheduled to take place on Fair grounds property in
September. The aircraft will be towed across Cornell out behind the
Cavanaugh Hotel to be dissembled for transport to Mr. Campbell's
property to be reassembled and made into a private dwelling. Very
thorough planner who apparently has his ducks lined up. The fair stands
to make over $5000 in providing the space for him to do this project.

Cody Feinauer brings recommendations for Rodeo Board membership.
Wants to reduce the board from 9 to 7 members, this to limit the bickering
and political roadblocks that has plagued the Rodeo Board. Cody gives
some history as to the fluctuating numbers on the board over the years.
The attempt is to get more associate members involved. Cody wants to
update the by-laws over the next year. The Board concurs with Cody’s
recommendation for a reduced number (7) for the rodeo board. Cody
explains the difficult in the selection process for rodeo board members.
Discussion on amending the by-laws to reflect the change in numbers for
the Rodeo Board.

David Lintz makes a motion that the rodeo board produce a revised
