FF004 SMALL - Quilted by Another - majority of work done by maker but hand or machine quilting done by another.  Perimeter  
 250 inches or less 
FF005 LARGE - Quilted by Another - majority of work done by maker but hand or machine quilting done by another.  Perimeter  
 greater than 250 inches 
FF006 Lullaby Quilts (Juvenile theme) 
FF007 Miniature (a scaled down quilt design with block less than 4”in size and a perimeter less than 100”)
